Calculating the 13
Middos HaRachamim

Rabbi Moshe Boruch Kaufman, Machon Aleh Zayis

One of the highlights of the tefillos of the Yamim Nora’im
are the 13 Middos of Rachamim, introduced in siddurim and
machzorim by “Np»1 110 Yy ‘i Mav»,” followed by “Hashem,
Hashem...” and ending with “v’nakeh.” (During krias haTorah on
a taanis, the tzibbur says this in unison as well.) Hashem told
Moshe Rabbeinu that when His 13 Middos are invoked, the
tefillah will not be spurned (Rosh Hashanah 17b).

Interestingly, there are four opinions about how to calculate
the number of Middos.

Tosfos (ad. loc.), citing Rabbeinu Tam, says
that the first words (“Hashem Hashem”) are actually two Middos,
the first “Hashem” implying Hashem’s mercy before someone
sins; the second, His mercy after teshuvah takes place. According
to this opinion we calculate the Middos as follows:

1) Hashem 2) Hashem 3) Keil 4) Rachum 5) Chanun 6) Erech
apayim 7) Rav chesed 8) emes 9) Notzer chesed lalafim 10) Nosai
ovon 11) [nosai] pesha 12) [nosei] chataah 13) v'nakeh.

The trop, which pauses after the word “Vayikra,” supports
Rabbeinu Tam’s opinion.

However, other Rishonim hold that the first “Hashem” is
part of the introduction: ..”n X2p» 1719 YV *n M7, and Hashem
called out; and only the second “Hashem” counts toward the
13 Middos. To make up for the missing Middah, then, Ton 131
o'99xY is divided into two — Notzer chesed and ['alafim.

A third opinion, based on the Arizal, is that the

doubled “Hashem Hashem” is an introduction,
the actual 13 Middos beginning with “Keil.” The introductory
paragraphs to the 13 Middos all begin with “Keil” — Keil erech
apayim, Keil Melech yoshaiv, Keil horaisa lanu — and that may be
a hint that the Middos do too. Rav Moshe Cordovero (Rama’k)
in his Tomer Devorah, and also the Tashlich prayer, reflect this
opinion, which is based on the pesukim of 713 9-x 'n (Michah
7:18-20). [Note: when pronouncing the word Keil, we must be
careful to use a tzeireh (9-X) and not a segol (Ox)].Now, to
compensate for yet another missing Middah, 71X and 00X are
divided into two separate Middos.

(When the Chasam Sofer learned Mesechta Kesubos he asked
his Rebbi, the Hafla'ah, why the fifth perek begins with the word
X, anger. His Rebbe explained that the 13 perakim of Kesubos
correspond to the 13 Middos. The fifth Middah (according to
the Arizal’s count) is apayim, “He shows his countenance”;
although af usually denotes anger, the remez here is to apayim
— anger transformed to rachamim.)
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Finally, the Sefer Chassidim presents a fourth
calculation:

“Hashem Hashem, Keil” are all introductory, being Names of
Hashem and not Attributes; the Middos of Rachamim begin
appropriately enough with Rachum. However, this opinion
(like Rabbeinu Tam’s list) doesn’t separate erech and apayim,
or notzer chesed and lalafim; as a result, we are left with only
10 Middos. The Sefer Chassidim says that the “missing” three
Middos appear two pesukim later: 11n>n11 1°nRVNY1 1YY NNYO1
—1) selichas avon 2) selichas chait 3) un'chaltanu. After each time
we say the 13 Middos in Selichos we add this phrase, and the
Korban Nesanel (Rosh Hashanah ad. loc.) points out that we do
so on a taanis as well, our minhag seeming to reflect the last-
mentioned opinion.

In Nusach Ashkenaz minyanim and in the Yeshivos, the
chazzan says aloud “Va'yaavor Hashem ... vayikra” and the tzibbur
responds “Hashem Hashem...” In Nusach Sefard kehillos, the line
Va'yaavor.. leads straight into the 13 Middos. Perhaps the reason
for the minhag of Nusach Sefard is based on the dispute as to
where the Middos begin. To avoid choosing a particular opinion,
the minhag is to say from Va'yaavor until unchaltanu without a
break.

Arizal explains that the 13 Middos of

Rachamim parallel the 13 middos she’haTorah
nidreshes bahen (recited right before Pesukei D’Zimrah). The
Kedushas Levi (Parshas B’haaloscha) brings an example:

Davening to Hashem that his sister Miriam should be healed,
Moshe Rabbeinu said “Keil na,” invoking the first middah
(according to the Arizal’s count), “Keil.” Hashem responded by
using the concept of the first drush, which is “kal va’chomer”: ...
If a daughter disgraces her father, she is to be humiliated for
seven days; kal vachomer someone who degrades the Shechinah
by transgressing one of the commandments of the Torah
(Bava Kamma 25a). This is a response literally “middah” k’'neged
“middah”

In another example, Rav Hershel Ziditchover zt”] (quoted
in Iyun Tefillah) explains the connection between the final
Middah, v’nakeh, and the final drush, N1 D’w>’nonn 0’210 21V 181
0i1°2°2 ¥*1571 W 5w 21N0N K12°W TV AT NR the rule that when two
pesukim contradict one another, a third passuk reconciles them:

In the Middos, “v'nakeh” (Hashem will cleanse) is followed
by “lo yinakeh” (He will not cleanse). So which will it be? The
Gemara (Shavuos 39a) answers by bringing the passuk X971 21
17 someone does teshuvah, then v’nakeh, but if not, lo yenakeh.
Thus, two contradictory pesukim are reconciled by a third
passuk.

Perhaps this last phrase referring to the power of teshuva
provides us with the proper mindset before commencing our

tefillah.
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
