In the Nick of Time

With the late sunrise in the next few weeks, many minyanim
are able to adjust their Shacharis schedule to start Shemoneh
Esrei precisely at sunrise (at haneitz hachamah). Recent
advances in technology, such as atomic clocks, have made this
seem possible; ultimately, though, the exact second of sunrise
is in fact almost impossible to calculate. In sefer Dvar Yom (Ch.
9), Rav Dovid Braunfeld shlita explains that no
fewer than four variables can affect the exact
time of sunrise in a particular location.

Most zmanim charts/Iuchos
calculate sunrise by zip code: for Lakewood, for
example, zip code 08701, luchos give a single
time for sunrise, to the second, for the entire
city. In fact, though, this time is accurate only
for the center of the zip-code area. For areas east
of the center the time will be earlier and for west
of the center the time will be later, at a rate of
almost 5 seconds per mile. Since the Lakewood
zip code covers a five-mile radius, there will be
a 25-second difference in the halachic time of
sunrise between the two ends of the city.

Another factor that will alter the
halachic time for sunrise is elevation: someone
on a higher elevation will obviously see sunrise
earlier than someone closer to sea level. Virtually all Iuchos
(except for those pertaining to Yerushalayim, see below)
determine sunrise based on sea level, as secular sunrise-tables
do, but all the Poskim agree that halachic sunrise takes place
at the time when a person sees the sun from where he is, which
is the time of not necessarily at sea level. (Sefer Divrei Yosef by
Rav Yehosef Schwartz, zt”l) includes even man-made heights
in the necessity for this adjustment.)

As an illustration, Beth Medrash Govoah is situated 83 ft.
above sea level, so halachic sunrise there would be a full minute
before sunrise at sea level. In the Catskill Mountains, halachic
sunrise can be close to five minutes earlier than at sea level.
(See Luach Ikvei Hayom by Rav Yaakov Shakow, shlita, where
certain zmanim are calculated based on the elevation.)

This issue is further complicated when a city has varying
heights. Does each person calculate sunrise by the height
of his location, or do all calculate it according to the level of
the highest location? Obviously, the person at the highest
altitude will see sunrise earlier than everyone else. The city of
Yerushalayim considered sunrise the time when the rays struck
the nivreshes in the Bais Hamikdash, and even though the Bais
Hamikdash was at a higher altitude than the rest of the city,
“netz” was determined to be at the earlier time for everybody.
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To some this is proof that there is a single “netz” for a whole
city, but it is not accepted as proof by many others.

A third issue which may
change the halachic time of sunrise is determining the horizon.
In many places, the eastern horizon is obstructed by mountains
and hills. The Poskim debate whether we calculate sunrise based
on ground level as if the mountains don’t exist, or whether
the mountains create a different horizon; if mountains are
included in the calculation, this will cause sunrise to be later
(in Yerushalayim, the mountains that block
the horizon would make sunrise four minutes
later).

Finally, because of refraction (the
bending of the sun’s rays), the sun becomes
visible earlier when the air pressure is greater.
Cold air is dense, raising the barometric (or
atmospheric) pressure and resulting in an earlier
sunrise, while warmer air, being less dense, will
lessen the pressure and cause the sun to appear
later. Calendars base sunrise on the average
temperature for that day; if the temperature
is significantly higher than the average, true
sunrise will be later, if lower, sunrise will be
earlier. Some vasikin minyanim adjust the zman
accordingly.

In conclusion, while it is commendable to
try to obtain a precise time for hanetz hachamah, calculating
halachic sunrise to the exact second is usually impossible, an
exercise in overkill that may cause unnecessary stress for the
tzibbur.
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In general, when in doubt it is better to start Shemoneh
Esrei later rather than earlier, as davening before sunrise is
considered bdieved. In addition, although k'vasikin is generally
considered to be when the top of the sun is visible, perhaps
only when the complete sun is visible should be considered
k'vasikin (see Alim, Parshas Bereishes 5782, regarding tosfos
Shabbos). The sun (in NY/NJ) takes approximately 3 minutes
to rise fully, and the mispallel fulfills wnw oy 71X until that
time.

When davening k'vasikin, one must take care not to sacrifice
more basic halachos of davening, like skipping parts of Pesukei
d’Zimrah or rushing Krias Shema in order to start Shemoneh
Esrei k'vasikin. Unless he davens k'vasikin regularly, a person
shouldn’t daven b’yechidus in order to daven k'vasikin (see Biur
Halachah siman 58). Finally, it is important to make sure that
davening k'vasikin will not interfere with one’s seder hayom
(daily schedule and obligations).
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
