An Erev Shabbos Taanis

The Gemara (Eruvin 40-41) discusses the
ramifications of a taanis on Erev Shabbos.
According to Rabi Yehudah we should eat something before
Shabbos in order not to come into Shabbos “afflicted” (hungry),
while according to Rabi Yose, we continue to fast until nightfall.

Perhaps this may be related to the more famous machlokes in
Pesachim (100a) between Rabi Yehudah and Rabi Yose regarding
eating a meal late Friday afternoon. Rabi Yehudah maintains
that a person must stop eating early on Friday in order to have
an appetite for seudas Shabbos, whereas Rabi Yosi permits
continuing to eat into the night. In both of these scenarios
Rabi Yehudah is concerned about the honor of Shabbos even
prior to or upon its arrival whereas Rabi Yose is not.

The Gemara concludes with the statement of Mar Zutra
that we complete the fast, even though this means going into
Shabbos. Tosfos and other Rishonim (see Mordechai #494)
explain that Mar Zutra was saying not that a person is required
to finish the fast, but that he is permitted to do so. Therefore,
someone who feels “afflicted” may break the fast and eat
before Shabbos. The Mordechai further cites Rabbeinu Meir of
Rothenberg that one need fast only until plag haminchah (1.25
hours before night); his talmid the Tashbetz says that his Rebbi
ate at sunset, which was definitely before nightfall.

Shailos V’Teshuvos Maharil (#33) says that in the case of a
taanis yachid (fast required of an individual) one may be lenient
and eat at plag haminchah, once he has accepted Shabbos; but
for a taanis tzibbur (communal fast) one should wait until
nightfall to eat. In a second teshuva (#157), Maharil accepts
the opinion permitting eating before nightfall even on a taanis
tzibbur, while saying that his personal practice is to be strict.

Despite all these opinions, the Shulchan Aruch (O.C. 249:4)
rules that one must fast until nightfall. Rema (ibid), following
Maharil (#33), is lenient regarding a taanis yachid, but for a
taanis tzibbur he requires waiting for nightfall to eat.

Today, when fasting has become less common,

the practical application of this halachah is usually
limited to Asarah B’Teves. However, Poskim discuss other fast
days that can coincide with Erev Shabbos: 1) Erev Rosh
Hashanah. 2) Yom Kippur Katan when Rosh Chodesh falls on
Shabbos (Mg"A 417:1). 3) Shovavi’m Ta’t, according to some
minhagim. 4) Taanis Esther for a baal bris when Purim falls on
a Sunday. 5) Erev Pesach that falls on Friday. 6) 28 Iyar (Maharil
ibid). 7) 1 Sivan in Worms (Shvus Yaakov vol. 2 #6). 8) 20 Sivan.
9) Erev Shabbos Chukas. 10) Taanis chalom. 11) Taanis yom
hachuppah. 12) Taanis yahrtzeit. Since most of these fasts have
the status of taanis yachid, one may rely on Maharil and break
the fast before nightfall.

A reason for the accepted halachah to complete the taanis
specifically on Asarah B’'Teves is as follows:

An oft-quoted Avudraham (Hilchos Taanis)

states that even if Asarah B’'Teves would fall
on Shabbos we would fast. The Bais Yosef (O.C. 450) wonders:
How is it possible for Asarah B’Teves to be stricter for us than
Tishah B’Av, which is postponed because of Shabbos? Although
Rashi (Megillah 5a) states clearly that if 10 Teves would fall on
Shabbos the taanis would be postponed to Sunday just like
Tishah BAv, Eliyahu Rabbah (550:3) finds support for
Avudraham’s opinion in Teshuvos HaGeonim.

Some answers: 1) The Yaaros Devash (Vol. 1, Drush 2; Vol. 2,
Drush 6 & 12) explains that X977y nu1y1190 nY°nn, the onset of
a tragedy is in a way harsher than what follows, and therefore
Asarah B'Teves is in a way even stricter than Tishah B’Av.
2) The Chasam Sofer (see Drashos 8 Teves 5589, 5590, 5593)
explains that the punishment of 10 Teves befell us on account
of the desecration of Shabbos, and in fact actually occurred on
Shabbos, so the tragedy is directly linked to Shabbos. 3) The
Minchas Chinuch (Mitzvah 301) and Chiddushei HaGrach (on
Shas) explain that taanis Asarah B’Teves is contingent on the
actual day (ntn orin oxv3a) and therefore cannot be postponed,
as opposed to the other fast days which are linked only to the
month (ie. *wnnn 0¥ "v>270 o1x). 4) Finally, the Or Someach
(Hilchos Taanis 5:6) explains that since Asarah B’'Teves is only
a daytime fast, it is permitted on Shabbos, as one can have
kiddush and a seudah at night; while Tishah B’Av (like Yom
Kippur) is a 24-hour fast, and may not override Shabbos
because that would force us to ignore Shabbos completely, an
issur min haTorah.

Although based on our calendar Asarah B’Teves cannot fall
on Shabbos and thus Avudraham’s opinion is merely academic,
it may have a ramification. The Rishonim say that someone who
fasts on Friday because of a bad dream fasts until nightfall. If
this fast can partially override Shabbos itself, it can certainly
override the halachah of not entering Shabbos in a state of
fasting. The Or Someach applies the same concept to Asarah
B’'Teves on a Friday: Since it would push off Shabbos itself, it
certainly overrides the halachah of not coming into Shabbos
while fasting.

As noted, the Chasam Sofer explains that

the tragedy of Asarah B’Teves was in fact a
punishment for Shabbos desecration (Yirmiyahu 17, 19-27).
The fast-day Haftarah discusses Shemiras Shabbos. Perhaps
entering Shabbos while fasting, which would normally be
disrespectful to Shabbos, reminds us to honor Shabbos more
when greeting it the rest of the year, by preparing early and
avoiding the last-minute rush.
