Shir Through the Ages

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10 Shiros nwn W’ 8. Many meforshim question the use here
of the future tense, 1w, instead of the past tense, nwn W 1x.
Rashi himself gives two explanations, while the Baal HaTurim
explains by way of gematria that the yud corresponds to the ten
shiros sung in our history, the first Az Yashir, and the last
waiting for the end of days with the arrival of Moshiach (see
Yeshayah 42:10).

The other eight shiros, according to the Baal HaTurim are:

2) Shiras HaBe'er (Bamidbar 21:17-20) 3) Shiras Haazinu
(Devarim 32) 4) Shiras Yehoshua upon defeating the Emorim
(Yehoshua 10:12) 5) Shiras Devorah when Sisra fell (Shoftim 5:1,
haftaras Beshalach) 6) Shiras Chana (Shmuel 1, 2:1), haftaras
Rosh Hashanah) 7) Shiras Dovid upon his salvation from his
enemies (Shmuel 2, 23, haftaras Shevii shel Pesach) 8) Shirah
of Shlomo upon the completion of Binyan Bais Hamikdash
(Tehillim 30) and 9) Shiras Chizkiyahu, for being saved from
Sancheriv (Yeshaya 38:20).

Various It is accepted by all that there are nine shiros in
Opinions Tanach, with a tenth to be sung in the time of
Moshiach; but opinions vary about what to include on the list.
Four primary sources are Yalkut Shimon (Yehoshua 20), Mechilta
and Midrash Tanchuma, Targum Shir Hashirim (1:1), and Rav
Shimon HaGadol in the piyut 011nd *x, said in the beracha of
2°x" nnX for the last days of Pesach.

Interestingly, the Baal HaTurim’s count of the 10 shiros
doesn’t coincide with any of them.

While all opinions include Shiras haYam, Shiras haBe’er,
Shiras Yehoshua, Shiras Devorah, Shiras Dovid, and a shir
for the time of Moshiach, the other four out of ten shiros are
subject to debate.

For example, according to the Mechilta and Midrash Tanchuma,
the shirah of Chana is not included; perhaps this is because
Chana’s shirah is called a tefillah (67). According to Rav Shimon
Hagadol, Shiras Haazinu is not counted; his reasoning may be
that Haazinu is not of a joyous nature. And Chizkiyahu’s shirah
is not included in any other source, presumably because he was
criticized for saying shirah not at the time of the miraculous
victory over Ashur (see Sanhedrin 94a), but only after he was
healed from his illness.

Omitted Most opinions list the first shirah as Odom’s
Shiros Mizmor Shir L'Yom HaShabbos (Tehillim 92),
composed upon realizing that he had the opportunity to repent
the sin of the eitz hadaas. Perhaps the Baal HaTurim includes
only shirah that is recorded in Tanach.

= ‘ PR TIPS

Most include in their list the shirah that Bnei Yisrael sang on
the night of Yetzias Mitzrayim, as the pasuk says, D3> nr wn
an wIpnn »*Y2. In fact, the Gemara (Megillah 14a) says that on
Pesach we say shirah to celebrate our redemption from slavery to
freedom. Although Rashi says that “shir” here refers to Az Yashir,
the Turei Even says that this pasuk refers to the shir of Hallel on the
first night and day of Pesach. Again, perhaps the Baal HaTurim
excludes this shir because it too isn't written in the Torah itself.

The Yalkut and the paytan include the shir of Yehoshafat
upon being saved from Ammon and Moav (Divrei Hayamim
2, 20:22). The Targum Shir Hashirim includes Shlomo’s Shir
Hashirim; ironically, no other opinion does so.

A Written No source includes the shirah of Aseres Bnei
Shira Only Haman. The Gemara (Megillah 16b) says that the
“shirah” of Aseres Bnei Haman is written in two columns, not
the typical way that shiros are written in the Torah — that it is
simply a list, not an actual song of praise, and therefore not
included in the count. Those who don’t include Haazinu in the
count probably feel that it too is a written shirah, as opposed to
a song of praise that is sung.

Salvation Perhaps we may suggest a new approach to
from Enemies the list of included shiros. The fundamental
idea of shirah as expressed numerous times in Az Yashir, the
prototype of shirah, is that Bnei Yisrael were saved from the
enemy through a miracle. Although shirah may be sung on
other joyous occasions, the main idea of shirah is like saying
Hallel for a nes; the Gemara (Megillah 14a) actually describes
saying Hallel as singing shirah.

If so, Odom Harishon’s shirah wouldn’t be included, as it
doesn’t involve a direct salvation or miracle, but is a general
expression of gratitude to Hashem; and the same would apply
to many Mizmorei Shir of Dovid in Tehillim, and even to Shir
Hashirim of Shlomo.

With this we can explain why Shiras HaBe’er was sung only at
the end of the 40 years. Its theme isn’t simply the gift of water
in the Midbar, but the miracle of the Emorim being crushed
between the mountains (see Rashi, Bamidbar 21:17).

10 Salvations Counting only salvation from our enemies
through miracles, we also arrive at the number 10:

1) Leil Yetzias Mitzrayim (Hallel) - saved from slavery 2) Az
Yashir - saved from drowning at the Yam Suf 3) Shiras HaBe'er
- saved from the Edomim 4) Yehoshua’s army - saved from the
Emori 5) Devora’s troops — saved from Sisra 6) Dovid Hamelech
- saved from all his enemies 7) Chizkiyahu's army - saved
from Sancheriv 8) Yehoshafat’s army - saved from Ammon
and Moav 9) The downfall of Aseres Bnei Haman — Am Yisroel
saved from annihilation and 10) In the time of Moshiach — the
final salvation, bimheirah v’yameinu.
